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CHILD RIGHTS PROGRAMME

Islamic Relief works to protect
children from ~all forms of
violence, abuse and exploitation
including child marriage and
gender-based violence. Over the
last three decades, we have
developed a strong niche on
working with the orphan children.
We  believe in strengthening
families & communities and
strongly advocate for developing
community-based integrated care
system instead of institutional one
to protect the rights of the most
vulnerable children.

Our integrated community-based
approach, focusing on the rights
of orphan children & their
families, has internationally been
recognised and been conferred
with the BOND (British Overseas
NGOs for Development)
International Development Award
2019, UK. We advocate and uphold
the rights of the children as
enshrined in the United Nations
Conventions on the Rights of the
Child (UNCRC). We closely work
with different arms of the
government to protect the best
interest of children.

Under Child Rights Programme,
Islamic Relief formed child clubs
across the country. All these clubs
encourage members to expand
their knowledge beyond text
books. Child Clubs regularly
organise various activities on the
protection of children’'s rights,
sanitation and hygiene issues.
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ECONOMIC EMPOWERMENT AND GOVERNANCE
PROGRAMME

Economic Empowerment and Governance Programme
(EEGP) has committed to work in poverty stricken and
most remote areas of Bangladesh by targeting
devastating, disadvantage, minorities, marginalised and
extreme poor households. Our integrated approach
focuses on creating livelihoods opportunities, increasing
income and building the assets of the most marginalised
and extreme poor so that they live with dignity. We work at
household and community level to identify the needs of
vulnerable families and help them to build sustainable
source of income. Our holistic approach develops
leadership capacity of marginalised communities specially
women through organising them in community based
groups like Self-Help Group (SHG), Women Entrepreneur
Group (WEG) and Rights and Economic Group (REG). We
provide essential training to females for managing
necessary group documentation, collecting savings,
issuing loans to members and banking transactions.

We support female groups to facilitate weekly meetings,
conduct awareness sessions, discuss various isues on
social, health, hygiene, rights, potection and socio
economic issues. Thus we support these groups to
enable them continuing their activities, strengthening
their financial capacity and maintaining their
coordination and liaising with the local service providers.
We provide cash support to the extreme poor and
marginalised people for livelihoods means. We
encourage community to follow interest-free loan facility
based on Islamic principle. We leverage strong market
linkages and value chain to drive more inclusive growth.
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HUMANITARIAN AND RESILIENCE
PROGRAMME

Islamic Relief Bangladesh practices a
comprehensive and integrated
approach to address disaster and
climate risks. We strive to build a
prosperous and resilient Bangladesh in
partnership with the government,
academic institutions, civil societies,
private sectors etc. We ensure
sustainable impact through frequent
transfer of knowledge to strategic
partners particularly the local
government and local implementation
partners. We promote traditional and
indigenous knowledge with a blend of
scientific  approach and provide
practical, replicable and
impact-oriented solutions to strengthen
community resilience.

Besides, we support government and
other service providers by developing
their capacity to deliver safe water,
improve hygiene and sanitation etc. We
aim at reducing disaster risks and
strengthening  the resilience  of
populations. We ensure its prompt
action during the time of humanitarian
crisis through supporting the
communities in building safe houses,
creating provision of safe drinking
water, and livelihood support in terms of
cash or similar. We advocate for the
essential role of safe water, improved
hygiene and sanitation for greater
human development. Moreover, our
works with communities result into
their capacitation, rise of awareness
which eventually change their behavior
and practices.

Islamic Relief Bangladesh has a very
strong portfolio of the humanitarian
programme. We continuously serve to
save lives and protect people during and
after emergencies.
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HUMANITARIAN CRISIS RESPONSE
PROGRAMME (FDMN)

Globally Islamic Relief ensures the rights,
dignity and protection of refugees and
Bangladesh is not an exception to this. We are
delivering life -saving supports to the FDMNs
living in Bangladesh. We have been
implementing different projects focusing on
WASH, shelter, disaster preparedness,
distribution of food and non-food items etc.

We have ensured food security for more than
4,000 families in Bhashanchar till December
2021 which is still going on.

To keep the FDMNs warm and to protect from
winter, suitable winter clothes including
blankets, shawls for both male and female and
hoodies for children were distributed for every
family as well.

Islamic Relief has been responding to the basic
needs of the FDMNs and host communities in
Cox's Bazar as well. We are supporting to a
large number of families with shelter, Non- food
items and different WASH interventions.
